· the tasks combine the English with the German language
· The Tasks:
Station 1. Pictures and words>Pictures with animals and cards written both in German and in English. The task for the students is to match the pictures to the words:
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Station 2: International Words> the students receive letters from with they have to build as many international words as they know. These words are surely both in German and in English spelled the same or almost the same:
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Station 3. Sentences>The students had to build up sentences with some given words, such as: language, words, people, friends, European Day;
Station 4: Words to sentences> the students had to build up sentences by arranging some given words. The result are some quotes about languages: “ Those who know nothing of foreign languages, know nothing of their own”; “ Language is the dress of thought”; “One language sets you in a corridor for life.
